Request for Domain registration

Under the CY top level domain
A. Information on the CY top level domain.

The University of Cyprus/CY net is the official registrar for the CY top level domain. The university has received this capacity as the first Internet node in Cyprus. The University has agreed to manage the CY domain as a service to the Internet community in Cyprus.

In this capacity the University has, for administrative purposes, divided the whole of the CY top level domain into five secondary level domains: ac.cy, com.cy, gov.cy, org.cy and net.cy. The broad category descriptions of the domains above are:



ac.cy

academic and research institutions



com.cy

all private companies



net.cy

internet service providers



gov.cy

government institutions/departments/organizations



org.cy

any organization not in the categories above

Each institution is expected to request registration of its domain name in one of the sub domains above.

B. Name services.

Name service is granted only for companies/institutes/organizations located in Cyprus (legally). The computers serving the requesting party may be located anywhere though.

C. Application requirements.

All applications for registration of a domain name under the second level domains are honoured without further investigation provided that.

a. A completed form is provided and signed.

b. At least one administrative contact listed in the form is a permanent resident of  Cyprus.

c. The annual fee is 25 Cyprus Pounds payable in advance. For the initial registration  the  fee is proportional to the month of registration (see the attached table). This fee covers processing, application, maintenance, registration and changes to the registration for the existing for the existing registration form.

The University reserves the right to revise above fees.

Please note that registration of a domain name does not, in any way, imply reservation of a name or trade mark. It is the applicants responsibility to make sure that the name applied for does not conflict with copyrights or trade marks. By registering a domain name, the University of Cyprus does not determine the legality of the domain name registration, or otherwise evaluate whether that registration or use may infringe upon the rights of a third party.

The applicant is responsible for the selection of its own domain name. The applicant, by completing and submitting its application, represents that the statements in its application are true and that the registration of the selected Domain Name, to the best of the applicants knowledge, does not interfere with or infringe upon the rights of any third party. The applicant also represents that the Domain Name is not being registered for any unlawful purpose.

The University of Cyprus does not act as arbiter of disputes between applicants and third party complainants arising out of the registration or use of a domain name.

A domain name is valid for at least 12 months. No domain name change or any change can take place without the written request from the domain owner (administrative contact).

D. Domain Modifications

Changes to the domain name itself and transfers of the domain name to another party require a new registration to be processed, which will be subject to the 25CYP new registration fee.

An administrative contact can require any domain modification.

A technical contact can require modifications related to the “Name server information”

(Section C) and the “Technical contact for the domain” (Section B2). 

E. Switching Internet Service Provider

If you are switching ISPs, you need to replace name servers(hosts) listed on your domain name record. You will need to contact your new ISP to find out the fully-qualified domain names and IP addresses of the name servers they will use to make your domain name visible on the Internet.

As it is started in part D above, the transfer of the domain to another party requires a new registration to be processed, which will be subject to the 25CYP new registration fee.

G. Payment

1. Registration

Payment must be settled before the registration of any domain can take place.

2. Renewals

All pending payments must be settled with the Accounts Department of the University of  Cyprus one month before the expiration date which is the end of the calendar year.

If payment is not received by the due date, the domain name is subject to deactivation and deletion. It is the responsibility of the billing contact to settle all due payments within the time frame indicated above.
